Napa Mustang Days Returns to Napa

Wild Horse & Burro Celebration with Adoption, Training, Entertainment

The public is invited to the Napa Valley Horsemen’s Association Friday afternoon, June 17, and all day Saturday, June 18, for the third bi-annual Napa Mustang Days celebration of America’s Living Legends – Wild Horses & Burros - and all things horsey.

This free public event is built around a Bureau of Land Management (BLM) adoption for wild horses and burros gathered off public lands. It includes demos by expert trainers, Janet Titus of Mammoth Lakes, California, and Lesley Neuman of Lostine, Oregon, who will show the public how to “gentle” (tame) wild horses. Both trainers will also hold mini-clinics, open to the public to watch, for current adopters who may need help with specific issues usch as handling the feet, catching and leading, etc. 

Starting at 1 PM on Saturday, the main arena will be the venue for an exciting and free program of horses and horsemanship, which  will include a thrilling bareback riding exhibition by multi-event Extreme Mustang Makeover Finalist Janet Titus, Napa’s own Wendee Walker performing dressage with her Mustang, Yogi, the Sunrise Stables youth riders, and a parade showcasing successfully adopted wild horses and burros who live in the Napa and Northern California area. A group of 4 teens from the South Bay Area will demonstrate their mustang gentling and training program, with the trained horses available for adoption. 

Approximately 20 healthy young wild horses and burros recently gathered from public lands by the Bureau of Land Management will arrive Friday afternoon around 2 PM. In addition to the wild ones, we anticipate having several halter-trained Mustangs, who have been gentled and trained by BLM employees or volunteers, and the South Bay youth group, and are ready to go to a new home. The public is invited to come and watch these “Living Legends of the Old West” arrive and settle in to their adoption pens. 
Those wishing to adopt may register on Friday or Saturday morning. The adoption begins at 9 AM on Saturday and will continue until 4 PM or when all animals are adopted, whichever comes first. Many enthusiastic volunteers will be on hand – many with their own adopted horse or burro in tow – to meet the public and answer questions.
